Scope Statement for proposing an implementation guide for Functional Status Assessments:


The purpose of the project is to facilitate construction of an implementation guide for functional status and patient assessments to meet gaps in standards found in the ANSI/HITSP Consultation and Transfers of Care use case.  The ANSI/HITSP Consultation and Transfer of Care use case has found that the (i) CHI-endorsed standards for Functioning and Disability Content including Patient/Client Assessments that include Functioning and Disability Content; and (ii) HL7 CCD Functional Status Section provides the foundation for standardizing functional status and assessments.  However, ANSI/HITSP has identified the need for a balloted CDA implementation guide to support the exchange of standardized patient assessments in general and, particularly, those that include functional status content. To meet ANSI/HITSP needs for this use case, the project should:


1) Describe the format and structure of a CDA document for conveying functional status and patient assessment content.  ANSI/HITSP has already selected CDA for conveying clinical documents.


2) Support the use of CHI endorsed and CCD approved strategies, terminology and vocabularies to encode assessment questions and answers and incorporate associated concepts to represent functional status and assessment content.  .

3) Ballot a CDA implementation guide for the exchange of standardized patient assessment content that includes functional status information. 

4) We prefer the project support CHI endorsed strategies and vocabularies, including LOINC® , SNOMED CT ®, ICF, and others for representing functional status and assessment content.

5) We prefer that project be compatible with existing ANSI/HITSP selected standards where practical.


6) We would also prefer but not require that the project consider additional use cases beyond that of the Consultation and Transfers of Care use case.  

7) We also prefer that the project be compatible with the criteria related to patient assessments and functional status content included in Long Term Care-Nursing Home (LTC-NH) Electronic Health Record System (EHR-S) Functional Profile that was registered by HL7 EHR Work Group.
