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Mission Statement:  The American Society for Radiology Oncology (ASTRO) has formed a multi-society Task Force to undertake an initiative to promote the Integration of the Healthcare Enterprise (IHE) – Radiation Oncology (RO), fostering seamless connectivity and integration of radiotherapy equipment and the patient health information systems. The Task Force will include members from ASTRO, RSNA, American Association of Physicists in Medicine (AAPM), the American College of Radiology (ACR) and the Medical Imaging and Technology Alliance (MITA). In addition, members of the International community have also been invited to participate in IHE-RO. The IHE-RO Task Force, in close collaboration with radiotherapy product manufacturers, will develop appropriate integration profiles for radiation therapy and setup a demonstration of seamless communication among the full array of radiotherapy products.

1. Call to Order
The meeting was started at 11:15 EST.
2. Assigments of Transactions
The meeting concentrated on the assignment of transaction to individuals volunteering to work out their specification.
The Chair illustrated the role and use of scenarios. The scenarios provide the information, in which context the transactions are used and what purpose they have. Also it is visible there (and the in transaction tables of Volume 1) which actors are involved in what transactions. Also a short walkthrough on a typical transaction specification in Volume 2 was performed.
2.1. Relation of DPDW to Supp 160

Chris Pauer asked about the dependency of DPDW to Supplement 160. Are we able to work out the transactions, when the Instruction and Result IODs are only available as drafts in supplement?
Thomas Schwere reported that those IODs are well-defined in their scope already now. Their details are indeed still under construction though – e.g. sequences and attributes etc. 

The Chair stated that this does not hinder us to work out the transactions: 

· Since IOD scopes are pretty well defined, the IODs can well be referenced already. The content those IODs must convey to serve the transactions can be described in textual form, e.g. list of information pieces needed (rather than referencing concrete attributes already). 

· Concrete attributes references etc. can be spelled out later once Supplement 160 is stable.
· Anyways, while working on the transactions, the content of those IODs will be developed in parallel and mainly driven by DPDW. Those IODs will be used in other profiles context as well (e.g. IPDW), but when they can serve DPDW, they are expected to serve other use cases as well. Therefore DPDW and Supp 160 are closely linked.
2.2. Use Case Delivery-Device Independent Imaging
The first line in the transaction sheet ' Use Case Delivery-Device Independent Imaging' represents the use case of an imaging procedure with a device not directly registered against the delivery device coordinates. A representative example is MR imaging prior to treatment. 
David Wikler has worked out a high-level description of that use case (see explanation on Patient Positioning Acquisition System (PPAS) at the beginning of Chapter 3). It has not been analyzed in details though, how much this process fits into the current scenarios. For the time being we concentrate on the other use cases and will search for volunteers to deal with that use case.

3. Next Steps

3.1. Review / Update of Transaction Assignments
The group went through the transaction assignments and completed the list. The assignments are listed in the appendix.

Thomas Schwere proposed that we do not work on several transactions in parallel in this phase. Rather than every author should only concentrate on one transaction only until next meeting and try to specify the selected one as far as possible.

The group accepted that proposal and decided on the following next step.

3.2. Next Step
