· Large vs small vendor demarcation mindset in ASTM E31 mgmt

· PCC Planning membership be conduits to regional “physician groups” (e.g. Physicians for Connectivity in IL) for feedback / speaking opportunities at their meetings

· Discussion re profile versioning requirements / process

· Issues regarding backwards compatibility; fixing “broken” TF’s

· Validity of communications/understanding re what a vendor’s product supports re a specific profile at a point in time

· All successful stnds (e.g TCPIP, “C”, etc) do not have announced versions; have functional changes & options ( eventually create a new object which is likely to not be backward compatible

· Actions: topic to be referred to IHE co-chairs committee for overall process development; what will be approach to transition of XM*-MS to CCD-based profiles (after CCD ballot release Jan 07)
· Marketing and publicity planning
